Ten Fe

La historia de la Transfiguracién de Jesus
en el Evangelio de Lucas de esta semana es se-
mejante a las de Mateo y Marcos. Una diferencia
que noté en la version de Lucas es que Jesus no

les dice a los tres discipulos que lo mantengan
en secreto. Parece que decidieron por su cuenta
no decirselo a nadie. Tal vez Lucas sabia que
Jesus les habia pedido que guardaran silencio,
pero queria mostrar que los discipulos no esta-
ban dispuestos a contar lo que habian visto y oi-
do. ¢ Por qué no?

Una razén puede ser que la experiencia
fue tan personal y abrumadora que no tenian las
palabras para expresarla completamente. Los
tres Evangelios mencionan la ropa blanca y Ma-
teo dice que el rostro de Jesus brillaba como el
sol (17,2). Tal vez no podian mirar a Jesus direc-
tamente sin lastimarse los ojos. No trae a la men-
te la idea del Antiguo Testamento de que si mira-
bas el rostro de Dios, moririas. Por lo tanto, qui-
zas los discipulos no querian hablar de algo que
no podian entender.

La otra razdn puede ser lo que oyeron.
Mientras que Mateo y Marcos so6lo dicen que Je-
sus habld con Moisés y Elias, Lucas es mas es-
pecifico: “Y hablaban de la muerte que le espera-
ba en Jerusalén” (9,31). Jesus acababa de decir

que sufriria, moriria y resucitaria de entre los
muertos en Lucas 9,22. Ya era suficiente malo
que Jesus les estuviera diciendo esto. Seguro
esperaban que solo les estuviera diciendo lo
peor que podria pasar, no lo que realmente suce-
deria. Asi que oir lo mismo de Moisés y Elias
también era demasiado para ellos.

Aqui es donde entramos nosotros. Los
apostoles tenian miedo de afrontar la pasion y
muerte de Jesus que estaba por venir. Creo que
somos semejantes a ellos en el sentido de que
sufrimos mas al anticipar lo que nos haria dafio
que al atravesarlo. Con frecuencia nuestros mie-
dos son peores que la realidad. Ahi es donde la
fe puede ayudar. Con la fe, escuchamos a Jesus
decirnos que no tengamos miedo, como a menu-
do les decia a sus discipulos. Sabemos que Je-
sus sufrio en la cruz, asi que El sabe lo que es el
sufrimiento. Y la fe nos dice que esta con noso-
tros incluso cuando el sufrimiento es el resultado
de nuestros propios pecados. Al fin de cuentas,
El mismo sufrié por nuestros pecados. Asi que,

iten fe!

Have Faith

The story of the Transfiguration of Jesus in
the Luke’s Gospel this week is similar to the ones
in Matthew and Mark. One difference | noticed in
Luke’s version is that Jesus does not tell the
three disciples to keep it secret. It seems they
decided on their own not to tell anyone. Maybe
Luke knew that Jesus had asked them to keep
quiet, but wanted to show that the disciples were
not about to tell what they had seen and heard.
Why not?

One reason may be that the experience
was so personal and overwhelming that they did-
n’t have the words to express it fully. All three
Gospels mention white clothing and Matthew
says that Jesus’ face shone like the sun (17:2).
Perhaps they could not look at Jesus directly
without hurting their eyes. It brings to mind the
Old Testament idea that if you looked at the face
of God, you would die. So the disciples may not
have wanted to talk about what they could not
understand.

The other reason may be what they heard.
While Matthew and Mark just say that Jesus
spoke with Moses and Elijah, Luke is more spe-
cific: They “spoke of his exodus that he was go-
ing to accomplish in Jerusalem” (9:31). Jesus
had just said that he would suffer, die, and be
raised from the dead in Luke 9:22. It was bad
enough that Jesus was telling them this. They
probably hoped he was just telling them the worst
that could happen, not what really would happen.
So hearing it from Moses and Elijah as well as
from Jesus was too much for them.

This is where we come in. The apostles
were afraid to face the coming passion and death
of Jesus. | think we are like them in that we suffer
more in anticipating what would hurt us than we
do going through it. Our fears are often worse
than the reality. That is where faith can help. In
faith, we hear Jesus tell us not to fear, as he of-
ten told his disciples. We know that Jesus suf-
fered on the cross, so he knows what suffering is.
And faith tells us that he is with us even when the
suffering is the result of our own sins. After all, he
himself suffered because of our sins. So have
faith!
